To ensure our young people have a teacher who knows them well, their form tutor will be their Learning for 
Life teacher too. This ensures consistency across the day, as your son/daughter’s form tutor will register 
them in the morning and will see them again at the end of the day to also teach their Learning for Life 
lessons. We also have peer mentors who are pupils in Year 10, trained to support and nurture Year 7 on their 
transition. As Head of Year 7, Mrs Farley is also a consistent first point of contact for pupils.
