	Literacy:

Phonics – Success for All Phonics
Over the first half term, we will complete our phonics scheme. We will then continue to revise and develop our understanding of taught GPCs through games and activities.  
Reading 

The children will be enjoying and joining in with a range stories. They will also be reading 1:1 reading books and reading during our daily phonics and shared reading sessions. 
Writing

The children will use their phonic skills to develop their sentence writing abilities linked to our topics of Paddington, London and Under the Sea. We will write speech bubbles, instructions, postcards and stories. In the second half term, we will also begin to use ‘Pathways’ to develop our English skills ready for transitioning to Year 1.
	Mathematics: White Rose
Number

We will develop our in-depth understanding of numbers to 20, including how they look when written as a number and how they can be made. We will explore addition and subtraction too!
Numerical Patterns
The children will be exploring 2D and 3D shapes. They will learn how to continue, copy and create patterns in many different ways. 
We will learn how to count in 2’s and develop our confidence when orally counting.
	Communication & Language:

The children will be encouraged to use their speaking and listening skills in the Role Play (indoor and outdoor) area. They will be enjoying listening and participating with a range of books (see Literacy – Reading). 

The children will sequence stories and familiar events and retell them.

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	Physical Development:

Gross Motor Skills
