Support your child completing their work. Aim to access at least 2 hours per day (English,
Maths & Wider Curriculum / other play based learning activities).

Supervise children when accessing the internet.

Support your child to upload their learning via their portfolio /direct message.

Use the direct messaging tool to ask for further guidance or support.

Respond to feedback provided by staff by revisiting learning to make corrections or
answering challenge questions.

Collect any paper based resources or work packs provided to support home learning.

Be contactable during the week for pastoral / well-being calls.
