The School Nursing Immunisation Service recently visited the school to administer the nasal flu spray.

If your child did not receive their vaccine in school, it is not too late, we are holding regular catch-
up clinics.

With winter pressures anticipated for the NHS, it is more important than ever that those who are
eligible for a free flu vaccine get vaccinated to help prevent them becoming seriously unwell and
protect the NHS this winter. Vaccinating children not only protects them, but also older relatives, the
wider community and the NHS.
