Here are some book recommendations to help with learning at school this term:
	Henry VIII
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Maths Learning 
In Maths this term we will be looking at place value of 3-digit numbers and mental methods for addition. We will be representing, recognising and partitioning 3-digit numbers. We will also be exploring different mental strategies to solve addition problems with 3-digit numbers.
English Learning
Reading
In Reading this term, we will be reading ‘The Iron Man’ by Ted Hughes.
Writing
In Writing this term, we will be starting with reading the poem ‘The Sound Collector’. We will be writing our own poems to create an adapted version of the Sound Collector. After this, we will be writing a setting description and a diary entry based on our text ‘The Iron Man’.
Values
This term we will be focusing on the values, Respect and Courage and this will continue to link into our whole school Values ethos and our 3 school rules. These are; Be safe, be kind, be respectful. We will use on these rules to enable us to keep safe around school, with our peers and the adults around the school.
Reading Books and Home Learning
Home Learning, will resume in Term 1 and it will be collected in and sent out on a Monday. It will be based on prior learning and used as a way of consolidating what the children have already been taught, including weekly spellings and should practice their times tables at home. It remains our expectation that the children read regularly at home and record what they read in their Reading Records; thank you again for your support with this. Please see the end of the letter for some recommended reads for Year 3 children.









PE

Our PE days are on Monday and Wednesday your child can come to school in their PE kit. Their PE kit must include blue or black shorts or trousers, a white or sports PE top and trainers. Please make sure trousers and a jumper are worn in the winter months.
