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Maths Learning 
In Maths term we will be looking at building our 3, 4 and 8 times tables. We will then be learning mental methods for both addition and subtraction.

In Reading this term, we will be reading ‘Winter’s Child’ by Angela McAllister.
Writing
In Writing this term, we will be writing a character description and a persuasive letter based on our class text ‘Winter’s Child.’
Values
This term we will be focusing on the values, Equality and Hope and this will continue to link into our whole school Values ethos and our 3 school rules. These are; Be safe, be kind, be respectful. We will use on these rules to enable us to keep safe around school, with our peers and the adults around the school.
Reading Books and Home Learning
Home Learning, will continue in Term 2 and it will still be collected in on a Thursday and sent out on Friday. It will consist of 6 spellings for the children to practice daily ready for their spelling test on Friday. These spellings will coincide with the spelling lessons throughout the week. The children will also be given a times tables test. They will also be tested on these times tables on a Friday. It remains our expectation that the children read regularly at home (at least 5 times a week) and record what they read in their Reading Records; thank you again for your support with this.
