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Maths Learning 
In Maths this term, we will be learning about fractions. We will also be looking at addition and subtraction again, this time with a focus of written methods.

Writing Learning

Values
This term we will be focusing on the values, Freedom and Tolerance and this will continue to link into our whole school Values ethos and our 3 school rules. These are; Be safe, be kind, be respectful. We will use on these rules to enable us to keep safe around school, with our peers and the adults around the school.
Reading Books and Home Learning
Home Learning, will continue in Term 3 and it will be set each Friday, to be handed in and marked on the following Thursday. It will consist of weekly spellings to practice, your child’s current times tables test and a spelling activity. Spellings and Times tables tests will be on Friday’s. The children are timed for 3 minutes in class during their times tables test, once they have got all answers correct, they will move onto the next times tables sheet.
