Our Art curriculum is
designed to engage, inspire and challenge pupils, whilst equipping them mith
the knomledge and skills to be able to experiment, inwent and create their own
works of arf. As pupils progress, they should gain o deeper understanding
of how Art and Design reflects and shapes our history, and how it
contributes to the culbure, creativity and wealth of our world. We want to
equip owr children mith not only the minimum statutory requirements of the
Art and Design National Curriculum but to prepare them Jor the
opporfunities, responsibilities and experiences of later life.

implementation statement Implementation: How do we do it at Rodbourne Cheney? As part of our plan Jor a
broad, relevant, and meaninglul art curriculum, we hove designed a progressive
currieulum map, interwonen with a mocabulary progression map, for implementation
with a range of learning objectives. These Jocus on the key areas of developing ideas,
drawing, painting and colour, texture, Jorm and, pattern, as well as responding to
art. Children will learn o sequence of lessons, of different skills and techniques, to
practise ond prefect before developing their Jinal piece. They will record their learning
in sketch hooks mwhich will show their omwn individual journey Jor that piece. Children
will be inspired and learn Jrom the smork and life of artists. We will also take
inspiration from art galleries, such as National Gallery Take one Picture initiative.
Children mill have the opportunity to share their work with others in Jorm of school
displays, school art galleries, as mell as to parents ak least three times a year during
parent and child open afternoons.
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Lmpact: What are the outcomes and strengths?

. Pupils will be encouraged to appreciate the importance of art and have understand of artistic styles and choices.

. ALl children sill be encouraged to hawe their own take on art pieces, along mith having freedom of how to present
their sketch hooks, especially as they mone in to upper Key Stage 2. This creative freedom allows all children o
make appropriate choices in their work.

. By children heing able to learn Jrom greak artists, art styles and art history, they are able fo serhalise their own
perceptions, preferences and. critigues. This enables our children to further communicate their thoughts and opinions.

. Children mill be able to develop their omin creativity, imagination and original thought as no two pieces will be
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that mway.

. Enery child mill he to achieve a piece of quality artwork that is unique to them, as mell os being something they are
proud of. They mill be proud to share their work mith others, as mwell s their parents or wider community. This mwill
break down harriers Jor children as they mowe into their next stage of education, as they mwill leave our school

knowing that they are a true artist, meaning that they will grow and denvelop their self-confidence in this discipline.
