Dear Parents and Carers

How lovely to be back in school for the second half of the summer term, with the sun shining and the children able to work and play outside.

Please could you remember to put sun cream on your children before they come to school in the morning if the weather is going to be sunny. Children may bring sun cream to school to apply to themselves at lunchtimes. This should have a sun protection factor of 15 or more. Please make sure that all bottles are clearly labelled with the child’s name. Because every child is different they will not be allowed to share each others. 

Children may also bring sensible hats or caps to wear outside if the weather is sunny. We also suggest that they bring water bottles too. These should be clearly labelled and will need to go home each night to be washed.

Summer Fair

This is an annual event run by the PTA. This year it will take place on Friday 8th July starting at 2.00pm. There will be a variety of stalls, activities, bouncy castles, barbecue and a special prosecco tent.

Extra copies of the three week menu choice are available from the school office – it is also posted on the front door.
