Key indicator 3: Increased confidence, knowledge and skills of all staff in teaching PE and sport
	-In order to be sustainable, teachers within the school have been encouraged to organise an after-school sports club. Football (boys and girls), netball, cricket and rugby are held weekly by teaching staff within the school, in attempt to encourage children to be more active. 
-A review of the PE curriculum was completed and Complete PE package purchased, allowing the PE lead to develop a curriculum, inclusive of SEND, which is progressive and builds upon skills learnt through sport. This allows children to be more active within PE lessons (2 hours per week), with a challenging, engaging curriculum.
-Supply cover has released members of staff to develop the PE curriculum, in addition to allowing staff to encourage participation in competitive sport. This has raised the profile of PE within the school, and allowed children to showcase their talents in the wider area. 
-Jump Start Jonny
Subscription purchased to encourage dance and fitness, along with well-being within the school. Children are more active and engage well with the online resources shared by staff.

	Key indicator 2: The profile of PESSPA being raised across the school as a tool for whole school improvement
	PE equipment and sports kit has been purchased to use at break times, lunch and after-school clubs to promote the physical development of the children. This has led to children becoming more active, along with exploring, through play, different games and equipment to enhance skill development. 

Teachers regularly update social media and the school website/newsletter with achievements and experiences the children have been involved in. This has raised the profile of sport within the school, with children regularly partaking in extra-curricular activities, enjoying their successes shared with the school community.

	Ensure staff are confident teaching PE and sport, comfortable teaching a progressive, skill-based curriculum through a range of sports.

	Key indicator 3: Increased confidence, knowledge and skills of all staff in teaching PE and sport
	External coaches are employed to deliver sessions including gymnastics, basketball, football (boys and girls), multi-skills, skipping, freestyle football and tennis, with teachers drawing on the expertise of these professionals to implement in their own PE lessons and clubs. This therefore enhances the standard of teaching within the school, allowing the children to feel safe, confident and challenged within PE lessons. Gymnastics and Tennis were chosen to add to the cultural capital of the children in our care, encouraging them to take part in a sport they may otherwise not experience. 

The review of the curriculum will give teachers extra guidance within PE lessons, looking at the progression of skills across year groups. This will benefit the children as staff will be aware of prior knowledge and the subsequent targets to pitch lessons at a suitable level for all to achieve.

	Key indicator 4: Broader experience of a range of sports and activities offered to all pupils
	-In order to be sustainable, teachers within the school have been encouraged to organise an after-school sports club netball, cricket, skipping are held weekly by teaching staff within the school, in attempt to encourage children to be more active. The uptake on these extra-curricular clubs has increased, allowing more children to experience a range of sports successfully. 
-External coaches are employed to deliver sessions including gymnastics, Football (boys and girls), multi skills, rugby and tennis. Gymnastics and Tennis were chosen to add to the cultural capital of the children in our care, encouraging them to take part in a sport they may otherwise not experience. 
-Fee paid to EMS for the costs of release of staff to organise and run cluster events which lead to those in the wider area. Also, participation event in activities such as Den Building, Trampolining etc. High focus on events for PP and SEND children. Expertise is offered by Secondary PE staff, who offer CPD and support with sports days etc. to allow children to participate in high-quality sport.
