Art: We will be developing our clay skills such as rolling, 

carving and glazing to make a Maya inspired tile. 

Technology: We will be continuing to develop our sewing 

skills, using felt and thread to create colour and texture 

Music: We will be composing and performing rhythms 
inspired by the music of ancient Mexico, using a range of 
percussion instruments and drums 

 
PE: We will be continuing to develop our skills in swimming, 

focusing on stroke technique.

Boots will be needed for the 3G pitch  

Computing: We will develop our understanding of computer
