	Substantive Concepts
Name and locate the world’s 7 continents and 5 oceans.
Know some landmarks from different continents around the world.


	Disciplinary Concepts
Use a globe and atlas and understand what they show.
Know a globe represents the Earth and maps are 2D representations.

	Substantive Concepts
Name and locate the 5 oceans of the world.
Know the main features of the UK climate and climates of other places – hot and cold.
	Disciplinary Concepts
Appreciate that weather patterns are different in different parts of the world and that this affects the human, plant and animal life there.
Observe, record, photograph, draw features of local area to communicate geographical knowledge.

	
	Key Learning:
· Name the 7 continents and 5 oceans
· Understand that continents are a group of countries in a general geographical location of the Earth usually separated by ocean or mountains
· Know some basic features of Europe, Australia, Asia and where they are on Earth

Know that the physical geography of the Earth has changed over millions of years
	Disciplinary Concepts
Create a report after a fieldwork activity that focuses on geographical features.
Understand the effects of deforestation on the environment.

	Substantive Concepts
Know the names of some European countries.
Know where Greece is and how it differs from UK.
Begin to understand the terms ‘export, import, economy’.
	Disciplinary Concepts
Compare and contrast another European country with the UK.
Know that the climate and physical geography affects a country’s economy.
Know that people’s jobs determine where they live.


	
	Key Learning:

	Disciplinary Concepts
Understand that countries have defined borders.
Compare and contrast the UK with a significantly contrasting country.
	Substantive Concepts
Know key facts about Mount Everest, Snowdon and the first ascent of Everest.
Know how mountains and volcanoes are formed.
Know that people’s jobs are determined by where they live.
Know what causes an earthquake.

	Disciplinary Concepts
Discuss advantages and disadvantages of living near a volcano.
Draw diagrams to explain geographical knowledge – how mountains are formed.
Understand the impact of natural disasters on humans.
Use Ordinance Survey maps with 4-figure grid references.

	
	Key Learning:
· Know where India is, some key landmarks and features of the country such as climate.
· Know that India is a vast country and as such has different weather patterns, culture aspects, languages.
· Can compare key features of the UK and India – population, size, structure, rivers and mountains.


	Key Learning:

Use Google Earth, atlases, research engines, videos to find out about different countries geographically.
	Substantive Concepts
Identify the position and significance of latitude, longitude, Equator, Northern Hemisphere, Southern Hemisphere, the Tropics of Cancer and Capricorn, Arctic and Antarctic Circle.
Know about climate change and its impact on humans.
	Disciplinary Concepts
Understand the consequences of ignoring climate change.

	Substantive Concepts
Know the names of and locate many of the key water expanses across the world.
Know the impact of climate change, industry and humans on the world’s oceans.



	Disciplinary Concepts
Draw labelled diagrams to record geographical learning.
Use videos, research, books, maps to find out about oceans as habitats.
Understand what is meant by climate change and what actions are required to prevent further ecological damage.
	Substantive Concepts
Know the names of some S American and N American countries.
Know key differences between living in the UK and living in Mexico.
Know how a country’s climate can impact the lives of the people there.
	Disciplinary Concepts
Create journey booklets to include maps, sketches and samples to capture what a place is like.
Use a range of sources of geographical information to find out what a place is like from different perspectives – physical and human geography, climate, landmarks, culture.
Compare their locality and the UK to a contrasting country – Mexico.
