We have recently (Summer 2025) been handed the keys to a brand new building which has been
built in line with the latest net-zero sustainability requirements by the DfE in partnership with
CONLONS construction.

This has been a long term project over the last three years moving from our old site (which had
served the community for over 50 years) into our lovely new premises.

The new school has 250+ solar panels, a seeded roof, efficient lighting and heating/cooling
systems and two electric car ports (with infrastructure for more).
