Class 4 September - October 2022

All our learning in class this half term will be focused around the question:
What makes a good global citizen?

English

Maths

e Grammar, punctuation and spelling activities will be an integral part of our English
programme as we initially focus on sentence structure and the basic skill of
forming a sentence accurately.

e |Inour lesson starters, we will revisit some key Year 3 objectives such as how to use
informal language and punctuation marks.

e Wewill look at improving and expanding noun phrases with advanced adjectives
to make our writing more descriptive by either adding an adjective or replacing the
noun. We will encourage the use of a thesaurus.

o We will identify the features of a postcard and discuss
how we can use them in our work and what purpose they
serve.

e The outcome will be: to write a postcard, using real-life
experiences and the features explored.

e Our cross-curricular piece will be a newspaper article
based on Walter Tull as part of our Black History
Month teaching.

In lesson starters, we will consolidate our understanding of key Year 3 place value
skills by reading, writing, ordering and vocalising three digit numbers. We will then look
at key Year 4 place value objectives focusing on four digit numbers.

Next, we will apply our knowledge of partitioning numbers and we will learn more
formal methods of addition and subtraction.

We will then apply our skills to solve word problems and open ended problems involving
place value and learn to explain, convince others and justify our findings using
specific vocabulary: I am certain that..., | think..., because..., | know that ..., so ...,
this must be ...

By the end of Year 4, we expect the children to know multiplication and division facts

up to the 12 times table for use in calculations.

e At home, you can use Times Table Rock Stars to enhance and
develop your child’s knowledge and understanding of timestables.

e The children will also be able to access place value work on
Mathletics to reinforce their learning in school.

e Additionally, the KIRF target is outlined below; please help your child

achieve this target.

Topic — Geography

SITE

P.E

Focus: ‘Locational Knowledge.’

We will identify the location of different
countries in Europe and learn about the
equator, Northern and Southern
Hemispheres. We will also look at
mountains, rivers and volcanoes located in
Europe.

Skills/Knowledge to be developed:
Children will have the opportunity to use
atlases and develop their map reading
skills by identifying the location of European
countries and cities. They will also use an
atlas to identify the location of the main
European rivers,
mountains and
volcanoes and learn
about their key
features.

Applied through:
Geography/ English /Maths /Art

Focus: Sound and creating a musical instrument.

Skills / knowledge to be developed: Children will look at
‘Sound’ in Science, identifying that vibrations make
sounds and they will investigate how to alter the pitch and
volume of different instruments.

In DT, the children will design and create a musical
instrument. They will apply their scientific knowledge about
sound to help them understand how materials will need to
be used and adapted to create their instrument.

In computing, the children will begin a coding computer

science  module  using
Espresso.

Applied through:
Science/DT/Computing

Focus: Cross Country, Orienteering
and Invasion Games (Football).

Skills / knowledge to be developed: For
orienteering, children will learn to problem
solve in a competitive environment and use
logical thinking to plan efficient strategies.
These challenges will involve working together
to build resilience. In Football, children will
focus on improving their fundamental skills,
spatial awareness and apply these in game
situations.

Applied through: Children will develop their
techniques through individual skill work and
team challenges.

How can | help / information for Helping
Talk with your child about how the world is
changing due to a growth in population and
the effects of global warming.

Ask them if they can name the capital cities
of some of the main European countries etc.

How can | help / information for Helping

Help your child collect the materials they will need to
make their musical instrument.

Talk with your child about the different sounds they can
hear at home or outside and how they differ around the
world. Ask them what is vibrating to produce the sound.
Discuss how loud sounds can damage the ear drum and
your hearing.

Discuss different musical instruments they could create in
DT.

How can | help / information for Helping
Children will be taught PE on Wednesday
morning by Mr Brotherton. Children should
come into school in their PE kits and bring their
school uniform to change into before the
afternoon. Please ensure that children have
both an outdoor and indoor kit in school
(including trainers) for the whole week as other
indoor and outdoor sessions might take place
at alternative times.

challenges to support your child with their spelling practice at home.

Please continue to log children’s progress with these activities on the weekly
homework sheet — children earn house points for each part that is fully
completed.

Maths / English Homework

One piece of Maths homework and one piece of English homework will be sent home
each week.

Homework is given out on a Thursday, to be returned the following Tuesday.

Please encourage your children to discuss their homework at home in order
that they develop the skills of explanation and reasoning.

Children will be set an optional Learning Log activity once during every half term.
This will be related to the Enriched Curriculum.
