Top Tips

once: perhaps you could have a fact of the day. If you would like more ideas, please speak to
your child’s teacher.

Songs and Chants — You can use Times Tables CDs or find multiplication songs and chants
online. If your child creates their own song, this can make the times tables even more
memorable.

Use what you already know — If your child knows that 2 x 5 = 10, they can use this fact to
work out that 2 x 6 = 12.

Test a partner — Your child can make up their own tricky division questions for each other e.g.
What is 18 divided by 2? They need to be able to multiply to create these questions.
