· Representing numbers on a number line
· Finding one more and one less than a number
· Finding and representing all addition and subtraction number facts up to 10
· Recognising and naming 3-d shapes
· Comparing 3-D shapes and explaining how they are similar or different



English
Our texts for the term will be ‘The Bog Baby’ by Jeanne Willis and ‘Zog’ by Julia Donaldson. We will be learning the stories through role-play and storytelling. We will be focusing on writing character descriptions and recounts using our phonic knowledge. We will continue practicing our letter formation and handwriting
