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SPANISH – Nancy who has offered the Spanish club for several years in school delivers a fun 

club where children learn basic Spanish. Each session focuses on a subject such as number, 

colour, animals and weather etc. For children who have never learnt a new language, this is 

a fun club to try. Those who have already attended previously, can build on their learning.
