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Preschool end of year expectations 2024/2025 
The Following are the skills that your child would be expected to know by the end of preschool.  These are their age-related expectations and are used to measure the attainment of all children. However, each child’s developmental stage and needs will always be considered. 
	[image: ]Communication and Language
Children will be able to: 
· . Listen and join in with a story on the carpet in a large group.

· Understand and follow basic 2-step instructions. For example, . ‘get your coat and line up at the door’.

· Understand and follow 3-part instructions. For example, ‘Can you find the big red ball?’ from a range of potential options.

· Understand positional language – ‘in’, ‘on’, ‘under’, ‘behind’, ‘in front’, ‘next to’ and ‘in between’.

· Hold a simple conversation with adults and peers.

· Speak in full sentences. For example, . 4-6 words, with an ever-increasing range of vocabulary, including positional language – ‘in’, ‘on’ and ‘under’.

· Express their needs and wants, For example, asking to go to the toilet, wanting a drink, etc.


	[image: ]Personal, Social and Emotional Development
Children will be able to:
·  Happily leave parents/carers.

· Play co-operatively with other children, taking other’s ideas on board and extending play together.

· Share resources and wait for their turn, most of the time, demonstrating a growing ability to emotionally self-regulate.

· Play independently and purposefully, demonstrating a growing ability to cognitively self-regulate.

· Use some feeling words, for example, happy, sad and recognise these feelings in themselves and others. 
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Children will be able to: 
· Use the toilet, including hand washing.

· Have some developing dressing skills. These include being able to get fully undressed and working on getting dressed. For example, putting their coat on and finishing off the zip, putting trousers, tops, socks and shoes on.

· Eat with independence.  For example, . use a fork and have an increasing ability to use a knife, open some packets/boxes independently.

· Move in a range of ways – slither, shuffle, tiptoe, march, walk, run, roll, etc. – showing upper body strength, core stability and bi-lateral co-ordination.

· Climb under, over and through equipment and be able to hang, showing upper body strength, core stability and bi-lateral co-ordination.

· Cross their midline.

· Throw and catch a large ball with increasing accuracy.

· Show balancing skills. For example, walking along a beam independently, demonstrating core stability.

· Jump with both feet together and begin to hop and skip.

· Use balance bikes and pedal tricycles.

· Handle (may not always be correctly) a variety of tools safely. For example, glue sticks, paintbrushes, tweezers, pencils, etc.

· Use scissors safely and accurately, cutting straight lines forward across a page and using their helper hand however necessary.
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Children will be able to: 
·  Recite numbers past 5.
· 
· Have a secure understanding of number from 1-5, including:
· recognition of numerals
· recognition of Numicon
· counting out objects
· making finger numbers
· making quantities on a 5s frames
· matching the correct number of objects to the corresponding numerals.

· Solve real world problems up to 5,. For example, . at snack time there are 4 children but only 3 cups and the child says, ‘I need 1 more’. 

· Subitise to 3 (dice dots, objects and pictures).

· Talk about basic 2D and 3D shapes and describe them 
using a mixture of informal and mathematical language.

· Use size (big/small), weight (heavy/light), height/length (short/tall/long) and capacity (empty/full) vocabulary.

· Recognise, continue, copy, create and correct ABAB patterns.

· Complete 6-piece puzzles
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Children will be able to: 
· Listen to, follow, and recall parts recall parts of a story.

· Know off by heart, 6 nursery rhymes.

· Hear some initial sounds in words.

· Be familiar with rhyme.

· Be secure with oral blending, e.g., if an adult orally segments a word can the child find the object, say the word, do the action.

· Recognise their name and have an understanding of print (i.e., it carries different meanings).

· Use marks to communicate.

Children will be able to: 
· Be curious about the world around
 them, showing a willingness to investigate and explore.

· Talk about their sensory experiences e.g., what they can see, hear, smell, taste and touch.

· Talk about their families and shared experiences and begin to understand how others are different from them.


· Begin to show an awareness of other countries in the world.

· Begin to develop their scientific knowledge of forces, living things, materials and changes.

	[image: ]Expressive Art and Design 
Children will be able to: 
·  Sing familiar songs well.

· Express themselves through music and movement.

· Draw/paint basic pictures, using recognisable shapes and lines, for example, a face.

· Confidently explore different media and materials, learning how they can be manipulated and joined together.

· Use construction kits to create.

· Role-play using imaginative symbolic representation, e.g., talk on a telephone, pretend a box is a TV, etc.
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
