Swimming lessons for children in Year 2. Some children had never been swimming before, whilst others attended lessons outside of school
	Staff voice – staff voiced that they found the CPD useful and enabled them to use strategies and techniques in their own teaching and delivery of PE lessons.

Clubs were popular amongst the children in Reception to Year 2 and widely taken up. Children enjoyed the clubs and rarely dropped out.

Feedback from children and staff that the sessions were informative and enjoyable for all. A number of children have since joined external clubs following these sessions.

Session was informative for children who ride scooters to and from school and around local community. Parents feedback that children had a better awareness of safety when riding scooters.

Children gained both confidence and skill through the course of lessons. A number of children whose families had never been swimming before took this up as a weekend family activity.
