Dear Parents/Carers, 

We hope that you’ve all enjoyed a relaxing summer and are ready for the exciting challenges of moving into Reception! This year, we are excited that the Reception’s Class team is composed of Miss Morgan and Miss Beardshaw (Mon-Tues) and Miss Carpenter (Wed-Fri), our Class teaching Assistants. You will find details of our curriculum coverage for the term on our curriculum web. Below is some useful information to you of to a flying start this term:

PE
Appropriate indoor and outdoor PE kit should be worn every Thursday for PE lessons. Please refer to our uniform policy to ensure your child has the correct PE kit. All children must wear the correct coloured school t-shirt on PE days. A message will be sent home via Arbor if your child is not wearing the correct PE uniform. 

BOOK BAGS
Book bags need to be in school every day as the children read on different days of the week. Book bags will be kept in school on a Thursday so that books can be changed ready to be sent home on Friday. Please do not put drinks bottles in book bags as books are getting damaged. 

WOW SLIPS
These slips are designed to share wow moments from home.  This term there will be a basket of these slips placed just by the door, please help yourselves. We will also send some home in your child’s book bag. Wow Slips can be filled in and added to your child’s learning journey

HOME LEARNING
Reading is an essential part of our learning and we expect children to read at least 4 times a week at home, which needs to include their school reading book at least twice. We encourage all children to explore a range of texts, stories, magazines, etc to widen the breadth of their reading knowledge. Reading books will continue to be sent home on a Friday, once your child has read to an adult in school 3 times. 

Home learning as follows:
Monday – Reading 
Tuesday – Reading
Wednesday – Reading 
Thursday – Reading 
Friday – Phonics activity in book (due in by Tuesday, please)
PLEASE only do the set activity in each book to avoid confusion – this will be dated and highlighted to help you. Homework should be completed in grey pencil only (no pen please).

Thank you for taking the time to read this information. Please keep an eye out for our weekly school newsletter (SWAY) for regular updates and celebrations of the children’s learning in school. As an added incentive, if you’d like to write the word ‘SOUTHBROOM’ in your Home Reading Record, they will be rewarded with an additional 5 house points.

A few reminders for the term ahead:
Children need to complete the home learning they have been given and hand the books in so that they can be marked. We will monitor the return of homework books closely. 
Home learning should only take approximately 5/10 minutes. If your child takes longer completing this or is finding it challenging, please send us a message via ClassDojo.
