[image: ]The Following are the skills that your child would be expected to know by the end of Year 1. These are their Age-Related Expectations and are used to measure the attainment of all children. 
Reading: 
· Apply phonic knowledge and skills as the route to decode words 
· Respond speedily with the correct sound to graphemes for all 40+ phonemes, including, where applicable, alternative sounds for graphemes 
· Read accurately by blending sounds in unfamiliar words containing GPCs (Grapheme Phoneme Correspondence) that have been taught 
· Read common exception words, noting unusual correspondences between spelling and sound and where these occur in the word 
· Read words containing taught GPCs and –s, –es, –ing, – ed, –er and –est endings 
· Read words with contractions [for example, I’m and understand that the apostrophe represents the omitted letter(s)
· [image: ]Read aloud accurately books that are consistent with their developing phonic knowledge
Writing:
· Leaving finger spaces between words 
· Joining words and joining clauses using ‘and’ 
· Beginning to punctuate sentences using a capital letter and a full stop, question mark or exclamation mark using a capital letter for names of people, places, the days of the week, and the personal pronoun ‘I’ 
· Learning the grammar for year 1 - to use the grammatical terminology in English (noun, suffix, verb, adjective, prefix, plural)

· Words containing each of the 40+ phonemes already taught 
· Common exception words 
· Days of the week 
· Name the letters of the alphabet 
· Naming the letters of the alphabet in order using letter names to distinguish between alternative spellings of the same sound
Maths:
· Count to and across 100, forwards and backwards from any number 
· Read and write numbers to 20 in digits and words 
· [image: ]Read and write numbers to 100 in digits 
· Say 1 more and1 less than numbers to 100 
· Count in multiples of 1, 2, 5 and 10 
· Know number bonds to10 by heart and use number bonds and subtraction facts to 20 
· Add and subtract 1 digit and 2-digit numbers to 20, including zero 
· Add any three 1-digit numbers with a total up to 20 
· Solve simple multiplication and division with apparatus 
· Recognise half and quarter of an object, shape or quantity 
· Sequence events in order 
· Know months of the year in order and use language of day, week, month and year 
· Know o’clock and half past using analogue clock 
· Recognise and name common 2D shapes, e.g. square, rectangle, circle and triangle 
· Recognise and name common 3D shapes, e.g. cube, cuboid, sphere and pyramid 
· Describe whole, half, quarter and three-quarter turns
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
