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New Covid Guidance 

We have been sent some updated guidance regarding positive Covid-19 cases 
and how this may affect children in school.

Children aged 5-18 identified as a contact of someone with Covid-19 should take 
a Lateral Flow Test (LFT) every day for 7 days instead of self-isolating. If the 

tests are negative they can continue to attend school. LFT’s are available from 
community test sites, local pharmacies or online.
