English Plan  6/7/20

Daily Letters and Sounds – 

I would suggest spending roughly 15 minutes each day focusing on letters and sounds following the same sequence each day as suggested below: 

>Start by flashing through the sound cards provided on week 1.  

>As you did last week, ask your child to write a selection of sounds. These may be sounds you know your child particular struggles to remember or it could just be a random selection. 

>Using the Phase 3 and 4 word list provided last week continue to choose 3 or 4 words for your child to attempt spelling using their sounds. You can continue to work through these word lists over the coming weeks.  In addition to spelling this is also an opportunity to practise handwriting and letter formation. 

>Each day introduce the spelling of a new tricky word, model how to spell the word and then encourage your child to copy. After they have familiarised themselves with the spelling remove their previous attempts and ask them to write the word from memory. Below is the tricky word focus for each day. 
Monday –gave
Tuesday – have
Wednesday - like
Thursday – said
Friday – recap - gave, have, like, said
Literacy
This week the children will be continuing to look at the story of ‘The Smartest Giant in Town’ by Julia Donaldson. You may have your own copy of the story to share at home or you may wish to use the attached PowerPoint. 

Preparation 

· Create a simple storyboard - > Divide 2 A4 pages into 4 boxes. There should be 8 boxes altogether. At the bottom of each box draw 2 or 3 lines. Number the boxes from 1 to 6. 

Monday / Tuesday – Storyboard
Over the course of 2 days the children will be retelling the middle part of the story through drawings and simple sentences, you may wish to carry it out over more days if necessary. 

>Read the whole story together. 

>Can the children recall who George helped first, second, third etc. 

> In box 1 children can draw an image of George helping the first character (the giraffe), they can continue by drawing the relevant animal in each box – box 2(goat with a boat), box 3 (the mouse) etc.  
>After all the images have been drawn the children can write a simple sentence under each picture to retell the story e.g. (Box 1) George gave the giraffe his scarf. (Box 2) George gave the goat his shirt. (You may wish to provide a bank of words to help with spelling trickier words e.g. George, giraffe etc.) 

>Encourage your child to read back each sentence. 

Wednesday – rhyming words 
>Attached is a sheet showing images of different rhyming words from the story to print. If you are unable to print the images you can write the words on small squares of paper e.g. house, mouse, goat, boat etc. 

> Ask your child to match the rhyming images/words. If they are using images encourage them to write the rhyming words. 

> Finally ask your child to write the word dog and create a list of words that rhyme e.g. log, bog, jog, fog, cog etc. 

Thursday – rhyming sentences 

>Look at the list of words your child made yesterday – words rhyming with ‘dog’. 

> Together think of a rhyming sentence using two or more of these words e.g. the dog fell off the log. / The dog had a jog in the fog etc. Encourage your child to come up with as many different, funny rhyming sentences as they can. 

> They can now record some of their own rhyming sentences.  
Friday – Dictation 
>Following a recap of this week’s tricky words (gave, have, said, like) your child can now use these correct spellings in dictated sentences. 
>Read out the sentence, ask your child to repeat the sentence before attempting to write. 

>As your child writes encourage them to recall the next word in the sentence with minimal support. Your child should be familiar with the other tricky words in these sentences.
Sentence 1 –I like the sweets you gave me.
Sentence 2 – Have you seen the rain? 
Sentence 3 – My mom said we could go to the park. 
Alternatively your child may wish to come up with their own sentences using these tricky words. 
Throughout the week ensure your child is remembering to use finger spaces and full stops. As the week progresses they should become more familiar with spelling text related words without your support e.g. George etc.
