English Plan  13/7/20

Daily Letters and Sounds – 

I would suggest spending roughly 15 minutes each day focusing on letters and sounds following the same sequence each day as suggested below: 

>Start by flashing through the sound cards provided on week 1.  

>As you did last week, ask your child to write a selection of sounds. These may be sounds you know your child particular struggles to remember or it could just be a random selection. 

>Using the Phase 3 and 4 word list provided last week continue to choose 3 or 4 words for your child to attempt spelling using their sounds. You can continue to work through these word lists over the coming weeks.  In addition to spelling this is also an opportunity to practise handwriting and letter formation. 

>Each day introduce the spelling of a new tricky word, model how to spell the word and then encourage your child to copy. After they have familiarised themselves with the spelling remove their previous attempts and ask them to write the word from memory. Below is the tricky word focus for each day. 
Monday –some
Tuesday – come
Wednesday - were
Thursday – what
Friday – recap – some, come, were, what
Literacy
This week the children will be reflecting on their time in Reception and preparing to move on to Year 1. 
Monday (Reflection of time in Reception)

>Talk about what your child has enjoyed about their time in Reception – what they like doing in school, who they enjoy playing with etc. 
>Your child may be able to write a list of some of the friends they have made or their favourite activities in school. 

>Recall special events e.g. taking part in the school nativity, going to forest school, having lunch with our parents or going on our theatre trip to see Kipper’s Snowy Day. 

>The children can write some sentences about what they have enjoyed about their time in school, they may wish to write about one special event or they may wish to write about their favourite everyday activities. 

Tuesday – The Cautious Caterpillar – feelings about change 
>Share the story of ‘The Cautious Caterpillar’. A PowerPoint version of the story has been attached or a free ebook can be downloaded from Twinkl – search ‘The Cautious Caterpillar’ ebook.  

>Discuss how the caterpillar feels about changing into a butterfly. How does she feel before and after the change? 

>Children to write a sentence to describe the caterpillar’s feelings before and after turning into a butterfly. If able your child may use ‘because’ to explain why. 

Wednesday – Spreading My Wings 

>Recall yesterday’s story about the cautious caterpillar. 
>Talk about how your child is feeling about moving into Year 1. They may be able to create a word bank of words. 

>Use the attached ‘Spreading my Wings‘ sheet to record your child’s thoughts about the transition into Year 1.  If you are unable to print the sheet you could divide a blank sheet of paper into 4 quarters and write the following titles in each box 

-What I am excited about …

-Things I find tricky …

-Questions about Year 1 …

-Things I am worried about … 
For each box/wing your child may draw and label pictures to demonstrate their answers or they may wish to write some simple sentences. 

Thursday (Writing a letter)
>Look back at your child’s work from yesterday – Spreading my wings. 

>Today the children can write a simple letter to their new teacher Miss Millar. The letter can be as detailed or simple as is suitable to your child’s ability. They may wish to include some of the information from yesterday’s work in their letter e.g. tell Miss Millar what they are looking forward to or asking a question. 
If you wish to send your letters in please take a photo and send via the enquiries email address or alternatively keep the letter safe to bring into school in September. 

Friday (Book Review)

>Recall some of the books/stories we have used over the last few weeks whilst working at home e.g. The Hungry Caterpillar, Bog Baby and The Smartest Giant in Town. 

>Discuss which has been your child’s favourite story and can they explain why. 

>The children can complete a simple book review for their favourite story we have covered. You may wish to use the attached template or simple ask your child to draw their favourite character and scene from the story and write some simple sentences about the story and why they enjoyed it.
