Spelling: Your child will be provided with a spelling pack. Please help them learn the spellings for each week. There will be a test every Friday. 
Maths and English: Each child has a Maths and English homework book. Homework tasks will be set every Friday to be completed for the following Friday (one piece of Maths and one piece of English). 
Research: Each half term, a research project linked to our History / Geography units will be set. All completed projects will be rewarded with a certificate. 
Oxford Owl: Please use your child’s oxford owl login to assess more reading materials online. These logins can be found in your child’s reading record.

	Attendance and Punctuality
	This year we have a school target of 97% for pupils in Rec– 6. It is very important that your child attends school every day. Pupils with an attendance level of less than 90% are regarded by the Government as having Persistent Absence and parents will be invited into school to discuss reasons for persistent absence. For Year 1, the classroom will be open at 8.50am-3.20pm. If there is a cause for concern about your child’s punctuality you will be contacted to discuss this matter.
