If your child becomes unwell during the session, the parent/carer will
be contacted and asked to come and collect the child.

All accidents are
recorded in the accident book by the first aider. If the accident or
lness is more serious, a member of staff will
accompany the child to hospital. Parents/carers or emergency
contacts will be informed immediately by staff.
