This has had a positive impact on behaviour
during bothplay times and dinner times
particularly with the KS1 children. It has also
increased pupil involvement in physical activity
and has promoted teamwork and collaborative
playing/interaction between year groups.

Play leaders in the Infant school recognise the
importance of teamwork and leadership at a
young age.

Play leaders have trained the next cohort in
order to continue the successful initiative.
They have created an ethos within school of
active play/lunch times.

Parents and children to lead a healthy lifestyle
with a balanced diet and to promote this
within their family.

Play leadership is recognised in KS1 creating
an understanding that leadership is valued at
in all ages.

Attendance to clubs were
monitored and evaluated regularly.

Leaders have continued to monitor the
physical activity involvement for all children
and to add additional physical activity
opportunities throughout the school day to
ensure all children are participating in their
60 minutes per day.
