The St. Cuthbert’s Cross, the symbol
which is closely associated with a
Northern Medieval Saint and is the
symbol of our Catholic Diocese. St.
Cuthbert is heavily associated with
the Lindisfarne Gospels and the
Children were keen to incorporate as
many elements of the Gospels into
their new school badge as possible.
