indoors and outdoors The children internalise the stories and are encouraged to ‘draw’ the story maps. This is

often when a real love of writing ignites, as many children try to ‘write’ the story. Alongside
their phonics lessons, using the Sounds-Write phonics scheme, children are able to begin to
express themselves. Carefully planned lessons are crafted which enable children to use thei
phonic knowledge to write purposefully. Letter formation is practised from very early o
as to correct any habits that may form which mean letters are not formed correctly.

Their learning in early years provides strong foundations by preparing the
transition into the KS1 curriculum where they continue to develop their
awareness and begin to write in more detail.
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
