Deep pressure helps the body feel calm and organised. It works through proprioception, which 

is the body’s sense of where it is and how it moves. When firm pressure is applied—like a tight 

hug or a weighted blanket—it sends messages to the brain that can help reduce stress and 

improve focus. This can make it easier to feel settled, aware of the body, and ready to take part
