'‘Our World’

The ‘Our World’ topic is about ...

In Geography the children will learn how to use latitude and

longitude to locate key features of our world. They will also de-
scribe and understand key aspects of physical geography, ex-
ploring the causes and effects of tsunamis.

In Science children will learn that living things have changed
over time. They will also explore and investigate how animals
and plants are adapted to suit their environment in different
ways and that adaptation may lead to evolution.

By the end of the topic...

. Identify the position and significance of latitude, longitude, Equator,
Northern Hemisphere, Southern Hemisphere, the Tropics of Cancer
and Capricorn, Arctic and Antarctic Circle, the Prime/Greenwich Me-
ridian and time zones (including day and night) .

Describe and understand key aspects of physical geography.

Recognise that living things have changed over time and that fossils
provide information about living things that inhabited the Earth mil-
lions of years ago.
