'We are Scientists’

“Loving God In All We Do.”

The ‘We are Scientists’ theme is about ...

exploring plants, trees, seeds and fruits across the curriculum in
a fun, investigative way. The children will be engaging in a
wealth of outdoor learning tasks across our school grounds:
planting, observing, classifying and growing. We then can't
wait for them to take their findings back to the classroom to
learn about the life cycles of plants, and the best conditions for
plant growth and survival.

The wider curriculum tasks are also inspired by all things that
grow! The children will be developing their observational and
comparative skills through Art and Geography sessions.

What we already know...

The children may be familiar with common names of flowers, ex-
am-ples of deciduous and evergreen trees, and plant structures
(including leaves, flowers (blossom), petals, fruit, roots, bulb,
seed, trunk, branches, stem), but this will be revisited.

They will have compared familiar plants; describing how they
were able to identify and group them, and drawing diagrams
showing the parts of different plants including trees. They have
kept records of how plants have changed over time, for example
the leaves falling off trees and buds opening; and compare and
contrast what they have found out about different plants.

By the end of the theme we will know...

The children will use the local environment to observe how
different plants grow. They will be introduced to what plants
need for germination, growth and survival, as well as the pro-
cesses of reproduction and growth in plants.

They will work scientifically by: observing and recording the
growth of a variety of plants as they change over time from a
seed or bulb. They will also look at similar plants at different
stages of growth by setting up a comparative test to show that
plants need light and water to stay healthy.

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Wider curriculum learning

The wider curriculum this term is linked to our driver subject: Science, more specifically, plants & fruits.
In Art, the children will be producing observational work inspired by Jeannette Sirois and Angie Lewin
using a range of media. In the same week, they will be designing and making their own fruit salads and
also learning about where their chosen fruits come from. In Geography, the children will be looking at
seasonal and weather patterns and the effect on the environment. We are looking forward to prepar-
ing for our visit to the Liverpool Philharmonic by studying the parts of the orchestra and the instru-
ments that create the sounds.

We are going to read a range of texts from:

Stories with a familiar setting

The children will be able to write their own story based on the story ‘The Boy Who grew Dragons’
by Andy Shepherd.

Riddles

The children will then write a riddle about a mystery fruit, linked to their work in Cooking & Nutri-
tion.

Let’s try this at home

Have fun in the garden by planting vegetables, fruit or plants.
Enjoy some outdoor art: making a sun catcher, a stone sculpture or a bird feeder.
Try some fruits that you have never tasted before: a dragon fruit, a fig, a star fruit, papaya, mango, guava.

Read some other books by Andy Shepherd.
