 The ‘Animal Kingdom’ theme is about … 

 

Studying the geography of the Amazon Basin, which is the re-

gion of South America, drained by the Amazon River and its 

tributaries. As most of the region is covered by tropical rainfor-

est (biome) they will learn about this and, if possible, other rain-

forests of the world. Children will start to learn how the future 

of tropical rainforests and other ecosystems is closely connect-

ed to human lives and       lifestyles.

The children have some basic knowledge of the Amazon from 

their Geography work in Year 3, such as names of countries 

that the River Amazon runs through and animals that are na-

tive to this part of the world.

How to describe the differences in the life cycles of a mammal, 

an amphibian, an insect and a bird.  

The importance of trees for the environment and the animals 

and birds.   

Also, which major cities are situated near to the River Amazon 

and the countries they are in.

Wider curriculum learning 

This half term, in RE we will be learning about the Eucharist, keeps the memory of Jesus’ sacrifice alive and 
present in a special way, plus acquiring the skills of assimilation celebration and application.
