 The ’To The Ends of the Earth’ topic is about … 

In Science children will associate the brightness of a lamp or the 

volume of a buzzer with the number and voltage of cells used in 

the circuit. They will also compare and give reasons for varia-

tions in how components function, including the brightness of 

bulbs, the loudness of buzzers and the on/off position of 

switches. 

In English they will look at the features of an explanation text, 
aiming to write effective explanations for a variety of inven-
tions. 

Prior learning 

• Identify common appliances that run on electricity    

• Construct a simple series electrical circuit, identifying and naming its 

basic parts, including cells, wires, bulbs, switches and buzzers   

• Identify whether or not a lamp will light in a simple series circuit, 

based on whether or not the lamp is part of a complete loop with a 

battery    

• Recognise that a switch opens and closes a circuit and associate this 

with whether or not a lamp lights in a simple series circuit   

• Recognise some common conductors and insulators, and associate 

metals with being good conductors.  

 Our current learning 

• Associate the brightness of a lamp or the volume of a buzzer with the 

number and voltage of cells used in the circuit   

• Compare and give reasons for variations in how components func-

tion, including the brightness of bulbs, the loudness of buzzers and 

the on/off position of switches   

• Use recognised symbols when representing a simple circuit in a dia-

gram 
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Wider curriculum learning 

In addition to writing explanation texts in English, this term children will also explore the genre of detec-

tive fiction. Pupils will aim to recognise the conventions used in detective novels and use this to inform 

their own writing. Maths lessons will aim to consolidate knowledge, focusing particularly on shape, meas-

ure and number sequences. In Geography children will study the locality of the Lake District and use map-

ping skills to find out information. In Computing children will learn about the history of computers; from 

first radio plays, to computers which changed the world. Pupils will also think about future developments 

in computing. In MFL we will continuing to learn German. We will be practising our conversation skills and 

will learn how to talk about pets, sports and food.  In PE pupils will develop the skills needed for rugby, 

and they will also attend weekly  yoga sessions aiming to relax their mind and body.  PSHE lessons will 

focus on money management this term, in particular what a bank is and how it works.
