	- Competing with the “elite” schools that win the Preston tournaments, breaking into the top 3 in the Year3/4 Quads Kids Games.

- The success of the apprentice. She has started to work with children in the infants to address coordination and balance issues. She has also helped to give the girls more confidence in joining into sports during break and lunch times, as she is a good role model for them, whilst also breaking the stigma that some boys had about girls and sports. She has also been an asset to teachers in their P.E. lessons as she models the skills that they cannot.

- Children are becoming more competitive overall in school, which has rolled into their studies too. With sports becoming a bigger part of school life, the children are becoming more active and determined to improve.


	- There is still some work to be done with improving the quality of the infant skills in terms of P.E. There are a lot of children that come into the school without much sporting activity and leave the infants with below standard skills.

- There aren’t any sporting competitions in school apart from Sport’s Day. This doesn’t prepare children well to tournaments outside of school. This also gives the children that aren’t picked for the tournaments and competitions (outside of school) a chance to be involved in one.

	Children enjoyed the activities in the morning but due to breakfast club becoming a paid club, numbers of participants started to decrease.


Apprentice worked with the children and their basic physical skills improved during the year. The children became more confident during PE lessons and activities.



Due to co-ordinator being off for a long period of time, this target wasn’t met as training to do the scheme was not done.



The infants are playing more sports during lunch and play and play times are more active. 






There were a lot of sporting clubs in the school with most of them over-subscribed like the football and junior sports. However, the born to move and infant sports weren’t as popular. Football team won the 5th Division League Title. 
	- Another TA to be trained as a replacement for the apprentice by PE coordinator.  




-T.A’s and some teachers did it for foundation stage and some went on the Sensory Training so can continue from PE apprentice.




-Once the scheme and plan is in place, it can be used by any member of staff in any class.




- Scheme to be carried on by the coordinator so new children can be trained each year. The outdoor PE resources may need to be restocked each year and five new games to be introduced each year to add variety and continue interest.

The use of outside agencies aren’t sustainable so the need to up skill some teaching assistants, who do after-school clubs, will be needed.

	Coaches were supportive of staff and assisted the apprentice and teachers in new techniques of teaching sports. Children benefited from this as children progressed well in their lessons. 













As the coordinator was off for a long period of time, another teacher filled in and showed the apprentice the skills taught within her age group but this didn’t give the apprentice a broad understanding of the progress throughout each key stage. 
	- Sustainability will be achieved over the next few years as each teacher will be trained in one activity that they can become leaders in this sport and share their expertise with others.

-CTK partnership includes dance festivals, coaches and tournaments. The up-skilling of teachers in gaining knowledge and techniques is sustainable but the partnership itself is unsustainable without funding.
