This Sunday, 1st October 2023, is the 

Twenty- Sixth Sunday in Ordinary Time 
 

In this week’s Gospel, Jesus tells us about two sons who are both asked to 

help their father.  

Gospel: Matthew 21:28-32 

Jesus said, “Now, what do you think? There was once a man who had two 

sons. He went to the elder one and said, ‘Son, go and work in the vineyard 

today.’ ‘I don't want to,’ he answered, but later he changed his mind and 

went. Then the father went to the other son and said the same thing. ‘Yes, 

sir,’ he answered, but he did not go. Which one of the two did what his 

father wanted?” 

“The elder one,” they answered. 

So Jesus said to them, “I tell you: the tax collectors are going into the 

Kingdom of God ahead of you. For John the Baptist came to you showing 

you the right path to take, and you would not believe him; but the tax 

collectors believed him. Even when you saw this, you did not later change 

your minds and believe him.
