 A notice will be placed on the school gates. 

 

 The following radio stations will be contacted so that our school name can be 

added to their newsflash: Radio Lancashire (95.5FM/103.9 FM, DAB) and 2BR 

(99.8 FM). 

 

 Phone calls will be welcomed from 8.00 am to the school office. 

 

 A notice will be posted on the Lancashire County Council website: 

(www.lancashire.gov.uk) search ‘School Closures’ to locate the appropriate 

page. 

 

 

We understand that shutting the school causes many issues to many 

parents/carers therefore we work hard to keep our school open and the decision 

to close will be made before 8.00 am. Be assured that we will always endeavour to 

open school where safety permits.
