Drop off and collection
Children are dropped off at the
side of the Nursery playground.
Mr Waters is there on a morning
to answer any questions or pass
on any information to the class
teacher. We expect children in
Years 3 and 4 to walk upstairs
independently.

We ask for parents to go round
to the fence when collecting clas-
ses 9, 10 and 11.

Homework

Children are expected to read their reading
book at home every night. Each week,
children are expected to complete one
page of their maths homework book and
complete a task on the app ’Emile’. If
children don’t have access to any technol-
ogy, please see the class teacher, who will
arrange for a paper copy. We will also be
continuing to send out homework linked
to other areas of the curriculum, in re-
sponse to feedback from parents.
Homework is set on a Monday and needs
returning on a Friday.

Children in Years 3 and 4 are also encour-
aged to practice times tables regularly,
using the app ‘Times Table Rockstars’, as
well as spelling games on the Emile app.
Login details will be provided within the
first few weeks of term.

If children do not return this on Friday,
they must complete it during their break
time. Please note, there will be a charge if
maths homework books are lost.

Each class has 2 PE slots per week. Children can come dressed in their PE
kits on these days. Children will be given a red t-shirt to wear on these days.
