This term children will explore about the Roman Invasion of Britain. We will find out                 about how the Roman Empire expanded and what happened in Britain after they invaded. Art and Design Technology
This term we are exploring drawing, painting and collage. We will research into key                          artists such as Giorgio Morandi and Georgia O’Keefe. During our Design & Technology lessons, children will research, design and create a puff pastry tart. They will also be practising their chopping skills. Spanish
This term children will explore basic Spanish skills such as greetings, the alphabet and numbers. They will also develop vocabulary surrounding colours, pets and describing their families. Science
This term, children will find out about their digestive system, teeth and food chains. They will then look at sound and find out about the parts of the ear and how they work, soundwaves and vibrations and pitch and volume. At home: We love Science experiments, if you complete any at home, please let us know and bring them in to share with us. 
PE
This term, children will develop their flexibility, strength, technique and control through a variety of sports including gymnastics, cross country, TAG rugby, basketball and dance. At home: Please let us know of any sporting achievements made outside of school, we love sharing these with our St Bede’s family.
Computing
Children will be introduced to the internet. They will find out how networks connect to other networks and consider the reliability of content. They will be able to explain the benefits and limitations of the World Wide Web.
Music
This term, children will study musical structures, where they will look for patterns in sections of music and exploring feelings when you play, where they will consider how the sounds in music can help communicate specific moods.
RSE/PSHE
Children will complete the unit, ‘Created and Loved by God.’ They will consider their own bodies and how to appreciate and look after them. They will also think about emotional well-being and how to manage their feelings. Year 4 children only will also begin to learn about puberty.
