The Dept of Education has announced changes to penalty notices 

issued for unauthorised absence in term time which come into 

effect 19 August 2024.  Offences after this date will be 

charged at £160 per parent per child or £80 per parent if 

paid within 21 days.  Any 2nd penalty notice issued to the same 

parents for the same child withing a rolling 3year period will not 

have the option to pay the discounted rate.  A maximum of 2 

penalty notices may be issued within a rolling 3year period – the 

3rd may be liable to prosecution or other attendance legal 
intervention.
