ENGLISH

This half term we will be focussing on:  

Reading: Enjoying a wide range of books; 

retelling and anticipating events. Developing 

vocabulary 

Phonics.  The actions for S,A,T,P,I,N; creating CVC 

words and blending the letters together, hearing 

the initial sound in words. 

Mark-making. An effective pencil grip, to begin to 

form letters which are recognisable and correctly 

formed.  

MATHS – We will be working on our numerals 1 – 5; learning to select the correct numeral; estimating 

and then checking by counting; counting objects by saying one number name for each item. 

At home, please highlight numbers and number language at home and when out and about. Setting the 

table - do we have enough? How many plates? Spotting number plates, counting games, measuring when 

baking are all valuable learning activities.  The emphasis in EYFS is to be able to understand numbers 

properly, by using them in a real life context, rather than being able to count up to ‘big numbers.’
