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This week our pupils from Year 3 continued on their faith journey with the Sacrament of Reconciliation. Please keep the children in your prayers as their commitment to their faith continues to grow and flourish.
Our nursery children have been reading ‘We are going on a bear hunt’, joining in with the repetitive phrases and drawn their own bear. Meanwhile in Reception, the children have been using different sized containers to explore capacity in relation to full, half full and empty. The children in Year 1 were excited to write a setting description after having read ‘Lost and Found.’ Year 2 have been learning how humans can be a danger to habitats and how we can help protect them. In music, Year 3 have been learning to sing a Bob Marley classic ‘Three Little Birds.’ In science, Year 4 have been investigating the melting points of different foods. After having explored air resistance, Year 5 have been investigating how different shape objects are affected by water resistance. In maths, Year 6 have been solving algebraic equations.

Assembly
5KG and 2C led our assemblies this week. 2C focused on both St Fabian and St Sebastian. They taught us that St Fabian was a pope who showed bravery by taking up the role and saying yes to God. St Sebastian was a soldier who tried to help others who were being prosecuted for their faith. 2C asked us to be brave like these two saints and to say yes to God and His ways.
5KG focused their assembly on kindness. They retold the parable of the Good Samaritan in order to highlight the need to be kind to everyone and not just our friends or people we know.
Both classes were very clear with their messages and led the assemblies well. We were very proud of them. Thank you to everyone who joined us!
