It has been another busy week this week in school. On Wednesday, we celebrated Earth Day. The day started with an assembly about the beauty of the earth and our need to care for it. Throughout the day the children completed various activities linked to this theme. Our nursery children spent time in Forest School planting some wild flowers. Reception planted seeds in bio-degradable pots and recognised that seeds grow into plants. They also spent a great day at Smithills Farm. Year 1 had fun making bird feeders and they too planted some seeds. Year 3 went outside to choose their favourite tree. They identified them and measured their girth. They then drew them in the style of Constable and wrote poems imagining what they had witnessed in their lifetime. Year 4 spent the day at Heaton Park and then had their trip to Blackpool Zoo where they saw a variety of animals. Year 5 produced eco posters to encourage people to protect our planet and then researched an eco champion and the work they promoted. Year 6 conducted energy audits to see where we could save energy around the school. They then interviewed Mrs Howe and Mr Knott about future plans to make the school as eco-friendly as possible.
