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Statutory assessments
There are certain tests that children have to complete at a given time and date by the government. We have no choice over the dates chosen.
Year 6 SATS begin on Monday morning 11th May and finish at lunchtime on Thursday 14th May. It is imperative that you child is in school for these assessments and is on time. Year 6 children will be allowed into school early for breakfast on test days.
Year 1 phonics screening check takes place the week commencing Monday 8th June. The Year 4 multiplication times table checker also takes place this same week. Again, children have to be in school for the assessments.
