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It has been a busy week in school. We welcomed a moderator into school to share our Year 6 writing judgements and she was pleased with our children’s work. We held two intake evenings for families joining our Reception and Nursery classes in September. Thank you to everyone who attended. Our Key Stage 1 children had an assembly based on what we should know about H2O and our Year 6 pupils watched a performance called ‘Eyes Open’ which references alcohol and drugs (vaping).

Our Nursery pupils had a wonderful time this week with the farm animals that came into school on Wednesday. As part of their space topic, Reception have been learning about Mae Jemison - the first black African woman to go into space. In science, Year 1 have been learning about animal families and the difference between birds and mammals.  In geography, Year 3 have been exploring Madagascar and comparing its landscapes to where we live. Year 4 pupils have been looking at electrical circuits, using their knowledge to decide whether a circuit will work or not and then explaining why using their oracy skills before testing them. Year 5 have been developing teamwork skills whilst taking part in activities at Debdale Waterpark. Year 6 have focused on team building during their PE lessons, creating games which are inclusive, challenging and fun!

Assembly
