Current Interventions/SEND Resources:
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Autumn Training:
No training has taken place over the autumn.
TA Deployment:

We have three HLTAs within school.  During autumn, one HLTA worked across Year 2 with identified low attaining pupils and pupils who were not on track to meet ARE (Age Related Expectations) in phonics and in receipt of pupil premium funding.  A second HLTA works across Year 1 during the four mornings working with identified pupils to accelerate progress.

During this year, the KS2 HLTA is working in a Year 4 class due to reduced staffing across KS2 whilst a member of staff is on maternity leave.
One TA continues to work with pupils across the whole school who are new to the country (EAL – English as an Additional Language) or need S&L (Speech & Language) intervention.
All other TAs are deployed directly by the class teacher with whom they work with as well as being given direct interventions from myself which are based on either from the most recent assessment point, their SEND needs or interventions specifically designed to support pupils social, emotional or Mental Health needs.
Outside Agency Involvement – Autumn term:
Four Pupils have received EP input over the autumn term. All four were full assessments.
Three Nursery pupils have been identified as having complex SEND.  Once has had an EP assessment through the early years’ pathway via Rodney House and the other two are awaiting assessment.  We are receiving outreach support from Rodney House for the three Nursery pupils with severe and complex SEND. Recommendations given are in place for all three pupils via a play plan.
We have had outreach support from Bridgelea Pupil Referral Unit for one Year 6 pupil who has been at risk of permanent exclusion due to increased SEMH difficulties after returning to school following the summer break.   School secured an APEX (Alternative to permanent Exclusion) place for the pupil at Bridgelea but this was not accepted as school felt that if full time support, weekly play therapy and an intervention through Manchester Youth Zone was in place it may not be needed. 
During the autumn term we have one pupil who is accessing an intense SALT package (DLD – Developmental Language Disorder).  A TA is deployed in school to work on their specific programme daily, under weekly guidance from the SALT team.
Over the autumn term, four pupils accessed play therapy with a qualified therapist who comes in weekly to work with identified pupils with SEMH (Social Emotional Mental Health) needs. 

EHCP (Educational Health Care Plan) Pupils:
Over the autumn term I held 3 annual reviews for pupils with an EHCP.
In September, three pupils in Nursery were identified as needing a statutory assessment for an EHCP due to complex social communication and language difficulties.  One pupil has been given an ASD (autistic spectrum disorder) diagnosis and the other two are currently awaiting assessments.  An Educational Psychologist (EP) has now assessed one of the pupils and I have collated enough evidence to submit an application for one pupil.  I continue to gather evidence for the remaining two pupils and look to submit applications to the local authority for the other two pupils in the spring term.  I will be making a recommendation for a more specialist placement for two of the pupils.
A new pupil to Reception was identified as having complex SEND in September and an EP assessment took place.  I submitted an application with supporting evidence in November for this pupil and I await a decision from the local authority.   

A further application, following EP advice, was submitted for the Year 6 pupil with complex SEMH needs at risk of permanent exclusion.  This application was agreed by the local authority and statutory assessment in underway.  A recommendation for a specialist secondary setting will be made to the local authority and mum supports this decision.  This gives the pupil the best chance of a successful secondary education to enable her to fulfil her potential.

Data Analysis:

Overall, progress of pupils with SEND over autumn is positive.  Year 4 SEND progress is a cause for concern although it is worth noting that in Year 4 we have an ECT (Early Careers Teacher) who is currently being supported to develop her practice.  We also have the largest number of EHCPs (5 pupils) across Year 4.
Writing progress continues to be an area of focus for school and an area where the least progress for SEND pupil was made over the autumn term compared to the other curriculum areas.
Pupils who have not made at least expected progress over the autumn have been identified and additional support through interventions and boosters put in place for them over the spring term.

Attendance Analysis:

Attendance for SEND pupils on the whole remains strong.  We have had a lot of SEND absence from two pupils on SEN support in particular which have impacted on SEN support attendance data.  For one pupil this was due to a formal complaint to school which was unrelated to SEND.  The second pupil was around his anxiety due to an incident that happened in class.  School have put in place support for the pupil over the spring term and he is now back in school and much more settled.  
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
