TA Deployment:

The school currently employs four Higher Level Teaching Assistants (HLTAs). During the autumn term, two HLTAs job-shared in a Year 4 class to cover for a long-term TA absence. The remainder of their time was dedicated to supporting Year 1 and Year 2 pupils who were not on track to meet Age Related Expectations (ARE) or pass the phonics screening check, with initial focus on those eligible for pupil premium funding.

Two additional HLTAs were appointed at the end of the previous academic year. One was recruited to train as the forest school leader, while the other was tasked with supporting the management of the new SEND provision in the Willow Room.

One TA, specialising in speech and language, has provided support across the whole school, working with pupils on speech and language development as well as interventions to enhance attention, listening, and social skills. In the autumn term, P. Johnson worked with 59 pupils school-wide.

All other TAs are deployed directly by their class teachers and also receive targeted intervention assignments from myself. These interventions are informed by the most recent assessment data, pupils' SEND needs, or specific programmes designed to support speech and language therapy (SALT), social, emotional, and mental health needs.
Outside Agency Involvement – Autumn Term:
During the autumn term, four pupils underwent a Speech and Language Therapy (SALT) consultation, with feedback provided for each. Two pupils accessed external Occupational Health services. One pupil received ongoing physiotherapy, while another was supported by the feeding and swallowing team. Additionally, two pupils had comprehensive educational psychology assessments.    
EHCP (Educational Health Care Plan) Pupils:
Over the autumn term, I conducted eight annual reviews for pupils with an Education, Health and Care Plan (EHCP).

In September, a Nursery pupil was identified with complex social communication and language difficulties. We submitted a request for Element 2 funding for this pupil and are currently awaiting the outcome.

Throughout the autumn term, I submitted two applications for statutory assessment, both of which were approved by the Local Education Authority (LEA). Once issued, these pupils will receive additional funding through their EHCPs.

The demand for specialist placements remains high citywide. We had been awaiting a specialist placement for a Key Stage 1 pupil, who was successfully placed for the September intake. Currently, we have three Reception pupils with severe and complex SEND. Given the limited availability of specialist places for these pupils, a decision was made to establish a new SEND class at St. Clare’s to meet their extensive needs. Two of these pupils’ parents have expressed a preference for them to remain at St. Clare’s, while the third parent prefers a specialist placement and their child is on the waiting list. It is anticipated that the Willow Room will continue into the next academic year to support these complex needs.

Looking ahead to the spring term, two further applications for statutory assessment will be submitted for a Year 1 pupil and a Nursery pupil.

During the autumn term, two pupils were assessed by an educational psychologist (EP).

Progress for SEND pupils is often influenced by the nature of their needs, including cognitive, social, emotional, and behavioural challenges, which can affect their ability to access and retain learning. That said, overall progress for pupils with SEND during the autumn term was broadly comparable to that of their peers without SEND, with particularly strong gains observed in reading and writing across the school. However, progress in mathematics was less consistent, especially for pupils in Years 3 and 4. This has been noted and will be addressed in upcoming pupil progress meetings with teachers. Additionally, the maths lead has been informed to ensure appropriate support and challenge are put in place to improve outcomes in Years 3 and 4.

Attendance remains a significant factor impacting progress. Currently, 34 SEND pupils (46%) have attendance below the school’s 97% expectation, with rates ranging from 47% to 94%. I am working closely with the attendance officer to improve attendance for these pupils, as there is a clear correlation between attendance and academic progress. Notably, 12 SEND pupils (16%) achieved 100% attendance throughout the autumn term, and all of these pupils made at least expected progress across all subjects.

Furthermore, 18 SEND pupils made more than expected progress in reading, 12 in writing, and 11 in mathematics. Good attendance and strong engagement with school have been key contributors to these positive outcomes.

It is also important to highlight that 9 SEND pupils have either Early Help or social work involvement, which affects their ability to fully engage with the academic setting and presents additional challenges to their progress.

All SEND pupils who did not make at least expected progress during the autumn term have been identified through pupil progress meetings involving teachers and senior leaders. High-quality, explicit, and systematic teaching, combined with well-targeted interventions and booster support, have been implemented throughout the spring term to address these gaps and improve outcomes.

Our SEND attendance data has consistently exceeded national averages over many years. In the 2024/25 academic year, our SEND attendance remained above national benchmarks, with pupils holding an EHCP attending at a rate of 94.9%, compared to the national figure of 86.3%. Additionally, overall SEND attendance at our school was 91.8%, surpassing the national average of 89.4%.
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
