Pupils identified as SEND at St. Clare’s is higher than national Data.  This is also the case for pupils in receipt of an Education, health Care Plan.  St. Clare’s SEND data is also above Manchester data (As of 2019 when the last data for SEND in Manchester was released).
SEND School Profile of Need 2021-2022
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Cognition and speech and language difficulties make up most of the school’s SEND.  As a result, many interventions pupils receive are to support cognition to ensure pupils make at least expected progress over the year.  We also have a specially trained TA who supports SALT throughout the school.
2021-2022
This year, significant work will be around accelerating the progress of SEND pupils to close the attainment gap with pupils not identified has having SEND.  Pupils identified as having SEND, on the whole, had much lower remote learning engagement during the national lockdowns than those who did not have SEND.  As a result, the attainment gap has widened significantly over the last eighteen months.  Work to close this gap will be a priority.
Towards the end of the last academic year, substantial training for a number of TAs was delivered by external providers to support TAs to delivery effective interventions identified in the Education Endowment Foundation https://educationendowmentfoundation.org.uk .  Some of this training had been delivered many years ago, so merely acted as a refresher for some.
All available TAs will be deployed effectively with “catch up” and intervention in mind.  The progress pupil make will be closely monitored and tracked by senior staff.

Tracking of data and analysing pupil progress is essential to target pupils who are falling behind or who are at risk of falling behind.  Targeted interventions across the school quickly identify these pupils and a package of support is then put in place, swiftly.  This includes sessions before and after school.  
TAs work with groups of pupils across school from 8:30am onwards.  These are targeted for intervention based on the most recent data and pupils who are off track of meeting their end of Key stage targets.  In KS2, booster interventions are also in place until 4pm.

EHCP Pupils:

We now have fourteen pupils with an EHCP.  We have three nursery pupils who started in September 2021 who have been identified has having complex SEND.  Liaisons with Rodney House and parents have begun with two of the pupils to ensure their complex needs are quickly assessed and their longer term needs are met.  The third pupil who has started is also complex SEND and meetings with parents are ongoing so the SEND early years support pathway can begin too with this pupil.  I applied for additional element 2 funding for one of the pupils - which I had been made aware of prior to him starting in Nursery in July and this was awarded for his start date in September.  An experienced TA is currently supporting the pupil on his days in Nursery.  Evidence for element 2 funding has been gathered and I recently submitted this.  At the time of writing I had heard that one of these applications had been successful and so an additional adult will be put into Nursery to support the class teacher and these SEND pupils.
All three pupils will likely meet threshold for an EHCP and the applications will begin during autumn 2, as soon as the Educational Psychologist has visited school to assess their longer term needs.  
In 2020-21 four applications for an EHCP were made and all four were successful.  Two EHCP pupils (Nursery and Year 1) transferred to specialist provision at the end of July 2021.  
We have one EHCP leaving us in the autumn term due to the family moving out of the area.  Support for a smooth transition for the pupil has begun with the new school.

In 2020-21 we had two new Educational Psychology (Summer 21) assessments which were rescheduled following the school closure. The EP has also completed six EP reviews to ensure school were continuing to meet needs and to support transition to secondary. 
This academic year I have scheduled in nine EP assessments.  Five of these are new assessments for identified pupils.  Three are reviews to support EHCP pupils transition to secondary and one additional review is for a year 5 pupil to support an application for an EHCP in the summer term.

Progress for SEND pupils over 2020-2021 was much less than previous years.  This was a consequence of the National school closure in the spring term and very little engagement of home learning from SEND pupils – despite a lot of effort from TAs and class teachers.  Many SEND pupils regressed and as a result, progress for the year was affected.
I will continue to analyse SEND data and report to governors on pupil progress after each assessment point.    
2020-2021 Actions: 
1) To accelerate the progress of SEND pupils due to school missed through the COVID pandemic.
Progress for SEND pupils was significantly hampered by the national school closures in the spring term which resulted in outcomes that were less than in previous years and what we have achieved in previous years.  
2) To ensure SEND provision is at least GOOD in classes where there is a newly qualified teacher (NQT).
We had two NQTs during 2020-21.  Their mentor spent a lot of time each week with both teachers to develop their practice.  The NQTs had started their career having had disrupted final placements due to the pandemic so their starting point was not at the standard that we have seen in previous years. Both NQTs had class closures and had, themselves periods of isolation.  This was on top of the national school closure.  All this affected the progress of their class.  One NQT left their position at the end of the academic year and the other (now an RQT) remains in post.  Work with this teacher and those teachers (3 new to St. Clare’s) will continue into the new academic year.
Strategic Objectives for 2021-2022:

· To accelerate the progress of SEND pupils so the progress score at the end of KS2 is in line with the last official data.
