Pupils identified as SEND at St. Clare’s is currently lower than national Data.  This is unusual but a high cohort of SEND in year 6 (14 pupil leavers) have been replaced by a no one identified in Nursery currently.  At St. Clare’s the pupils with an Education Health Care Plan (EHCP) is nearly 2% higher than National figures.  Nationally, the most common type of need for those with an EHC plan is SEMH and for those with SEN support is speech, language and communication needs.  
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SEND School Profile of Need 2023-2024
At St. Clare’s, our main type of need is difficulties with cognition (MLD) followed closely by speech and language. Our most common type of need for those with an EHC plan is SEMH (47%) which is the same as the National picture.

Progress for SEND pupils in 2022-23 was very positive.  Very few SEND pupils did not make their expected 3 points progress.  Of the 2 pupils who did not make their expected 3 points progress exceptionally poor attendance for the pupils was a huge factor in their lack of progress.  
2023-2024
Following the end of year final data, SEND data was analysed and the two pupils who had not made at least expected progress over last year have been targeted for additional intervention/targeted support in school.  However, for one of these pupils attendance is already a massive concern and school are following our attendance policy and currently liaising with children’s service for support to engage with this family.    

Tracking data and analysing pupil progress remains essential to target pupils who are falling behind or who are at risk of falling behind.  Targeted interventions across the school quickly identify these pupils and a package of support is then put in place, swiftly.  Nonetheless, quality first-wave teaching remains the most important lever we have to improve pupil attainment. Ensuring every teacher is supported in delivering high-quality teaching is essential to achieving the best outcomes for all pupils, particularly our most disadvantaged.  Meeting the needs of pupils with SEN is a collaborative effort involving the pupil, parents and school staff.  We work closely with families to plan appropriate support and regularly review progress.  
Pupil progress is analysed after each assessment point and is closely monitored by senior staff and SEND is always featured on pupil progress meetings for discussion.
During the school day many SEND pupils have bespoke support in a variety of forms.  This can be individual or in small groups.

EHCP Pupils:

As of September 2023 we have nineteen pupils with an EHCP on roll. 
In 2022-23 seven applications for an EHCP were made and all were successful.  During the last academic year, seven EHCP pupils left St. Clare’s.  Five of the seven were year 6 pupils who left for secondary.  One year 6 pupil transferred to a specialist secondary provision at the end of July 2023; three transferred to Our Ladies High School and one pupil to another local high school.  Two other pupils left St. Clare’s both to take up places at a specialist primary school (Prospect House). One from reception and one from year 1.  Parents say both pupils have settled in well to their new setting and the provision is much more appropriate for their children. 
This year we currently have three pupils waiting a transfer to specialist.  All these pupils are currently in Reception and have exceptionally high levels of need.  All three pupils remain on a part time timetable which is regularly being reviewed in consultation with parents. 

In 2022-23 we had nine Educational Psychology assessments. Six of these were EP reviews of EHCP pupils to ensure school were continuing to meet need and to support transition to secondary.  Three were new assessments for identified pupils to support applications for statutory assessment.  The assessments led to successful applications for EHCPs being made for all three of the pupils the EP assessed. 
2022-2023 Actions: 
1) To accelerate the progress of SEND pupils in Year 3 so at least 80% make at least expected progress. 
92% of SEND pupils in Year 3 made at least expected progress.  The one SEND pupil who did not make their expected progress had only 63% attendance which had a huge impact on their progress.  As previous stated school are currently liasing with other agencies to support this family and improve attendance for the pupil.
2) To ensure provision for SEND is good.
2022-23 data shows that all year groups achieved at least 3 tracking points progress over the year with many pupils making accelerated progress.  Provision for SEND is good and teachers regularly adapt their teaching (when needed) to ensure their SEND pupils make at least expected progress.  There are a lot of interventions in place to support SEND pupils and expectations for SEND achievement is high.   
Strategic Objectives for 2023-2024:

1) To accelerate the writing progress of SEND pupils.

2) To improve home-school parent links of SEND pupils
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
