Science – Scientific enquiry               History - Romans  Write a short paragraph comparing life in Roman times to life today. Think about:
· Houses
· Food
· Clothes
· Jobs
Draw a Roman house and a modern house.

Write your birthday using Roman numerals. Then write the numbers 1–20 in Roman numerals.
Extension: Create a secret message using Roman numerals for a friend to decode.

Design your own Roman shield (scutum). Include:
· A bold pattern
· Bright colours
· A symbol that shows strength or bravery
Write 2–3 sentences explaining your design choices.

Find five facts about who the Romans were. Use books, websites approved, or talk to an adult. Write in full sentences. Extension: Draw something the Romans are famous for (e.g., roads, soldiers, mosaics).

Choose three things that melt (e.g., ice cube, chocolate square, butter). Predict which one will melt fastest and explain why. Observe and record what actually happened. Write one sentence comparing your prediction to the result.

Stand outside at two different times of day. Predict whether your shadow will be longer or shorter later in the day. Draw or describe what you saw. Explain whether your prediction was correct.


Collect three types of paper (kitchen roll, newspaper, printer paper). Predict which paper will hold the most coins before tearing. Test each one by placing coins on top. Record the number of coins each paper held.

Choose three small objects (ball, toy car, apple). Roll each object down the same ramp. Measure how far each one travels using footsteps or a ruler. Write which object rolled the furthest and why you think that happened.
